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At Cal Arts Maria studied performance art, instrument building, and world music. In 1981
she built Orgatorium, an original musical performance apparatus, consisting of chimes and
drums constructed from industrial materials. Orgatorium presentations “A Concert on the
Pipe Organ” and “Across America/Made in Berlin” were included in the 1984 Cal Arts
Contemporary Music Festival and Cal Artsin Town. These productions used medieval music
transcriptions, chance procedures, music concrete, tape manipulation, structured improvisation
and new notation systems. Continuing with interdisciplinary endeavors for her MFA, Maria focused on Balinese arts,
a culture dedicated to integrating performing and visual arts. In 1986 with the intention of creating a new generation of
shadow theater, Maria left for Bali to learn the material needed to perform Balinese shadow theater. Upon returning in
1988, she founded Bali & Beyond, an ensemble of Los Angeles artists inspired by the cultures of Indonesia. Since then
she continues to develop and present traditional shadow play and Gamelan music programs. She also produces original
theater creations, and shares her varied cultural offerings with audiences throughout the United States and Canada.
